Equine herpesvirus type-1 and type-4 can each cause an upper respira-
tory infection in the horse lknown as rhinopneumonitis. EHY type-1
can also cause abortion in pregnant mares, the birth of weal or nomw-
able foals, and in rare cases, it can cause severe neurologic disease
(rrveloencephalitis) if it attacks the nervous systemn. Due to recent
outhrealss and the increasing severity of the neurclogic form of the
equine herpesvirus, we are currently recormmending vaccination
against EHV-1 fowr times per vear. In addition, we plan to incorpo-
rate several of the available EHV-1 vaccination products in our proto-
col with the intent of providing the best ymmunity possible for our
client’s horses. Tnfortunately, there 15 conflicting information regard-
ing the efficacy of current vaccines and vaccination protocols advo-
cated for the prevention of the neurologic form of EHV-1. Zee the
